Information Paper on Proposed Amendment to the Region 3 Constitution

Dear Colleagues:

The attention of your IARU Region 3 Directors and mine have been drawn to the amendments to the IARU Region 3 Constitution as proposed by PIARA in its paper No. 04/XII/034, submitted for the 12th Regional Conference to be held in Taiwan Feb 16th  to 20th, 2004. We were desirous of checking out the validity of some of the statements made and legitimacy of the proposed amendments. A copy of that paper has been circulated to Member Societies together with the Conference papers. The paper can also be accessed at the web site: http://www.jarl.or.jp/iaru-r3/12r3c/docs/034.doc
We therefore referred that paper to Michael Owen VK3KI for his views and considered opinion. Michael Owen, a lawyer by profession, played a lead role in developing the IARU Region 3 Constitution in March 1971. He continues to be actively involved in amateur radio matters. He was a member of the IARU team at the recent WRC 03 Conference held in July 2003. A paper by Michael Owen on issues relating to the implementation of Article 25 has been circulated as a paper for a Workshop at the 12th Region 3 Conference next month.

Michael Owen has responded to the request of the Directors and Secretary by giving a comprehensive paper covering many aspects of the issue at hand. He has addressed the procedural, drafting and constitutional issues from a legal perspective based only on what appears in the documents, in an attempt to assist the Secretary and the Directors and through them the Conference. He has not attempted to express any opinion on the substance of the issue, which is a matter for the Conference. The Directors wish to circulate it for information of Member Societies and a copy of the paper is attached.

Please would you have this Information Paper considered by your Society and your delegate suitably briefed with your society’s views for discussion when the PIARA proposal comes up for consideration at the Conference. 

There are other papers of topical interest also coming for discussion at the Conference. The interests and concerns of Member Societies on the different papers will vary. Your Directors do hope that all Member Societies will give consideration to all the papers so that the discussions at the Conference will be meaningful and beneficial for all.

Given the wide range of topics to be discussed at the Conference, notwithstanding the many pages in the Conference papers, it is possible that Member Societies may have matters on which they wish to have clarification or elaboration. Please feel free to communicate with the IARU Region 3 Secretariat. Your Secretary and Directors will gladly respond.
