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The main progresses and situations of amateur radio in the mainland of China during the triennium term after 14th IARU Region 3 Conference are as following:

1, General 

The population of licensed radio amateurs is basically kept at the level of 50，000. There are about 10,000 newcomers each year but there is similar scale of hams whose amateur radio station license is expired but not renewed in time.

 The number of CRSA members is very dynamic and decreasing. It is partly because many local amateur radio organizations are turning up and drawing some CRSA members, also partly because many hams believe that the old requirement that any applicant for amateur radio license must join CRSA is no longer fit the modern society and they wish to be free to decide own membership of society. 

2, The brewing of new amateur radio regulation 
The big event for amateur radio community in China is the coming new amateur radio regulation.

The previous version of amateur radio regulation in China was adopted in 1992 when individual amateur radio station was re-opened for public. Since then the amateur radio administration and licensing was based on a dual layer hierarchical system formed by radio authorities and sports organizations. Any one seeking for amateur radio license must join the radio-sports organization first. This is because sports organizations were the only groups permitted to transmit amateur radio signals before 1992 and became the only helper available to radio authorities in the matters of amateur radio.

However, the population of radio amateur in China has been increased to about 50,000 and well out of the range of services of sports organizations. The old dual layer system no longer works well. This brings difficulties to both radio amateurs and radio authorities in amateur radio licensing affairs.

One of major jobs for amateur radio community in China during the previous term, both for radio amateurs and radio authorities, is to revise the amateur radio regulation in order to make the amateur radio administration system to more normalized, simpler and more effective.

The revising was started from three surveying and researching projects in 2009, followed by drafting and collecting opinions from hams and radio governors in different phases and at different levels. More than a hundreds persons were involved in discussion meetings and more than a hundreds time of modifications was made to suit the concerns from all parts. In the last October the semi-final draft of the new regulation was posted on the state government website by the regulatory body and called for nationwide open opinions, and more than 1,000 public proposals and opinions were received, almost all were from radio amateurs.

In the meanwhile the new amateur radio regulation is just waitting for the final approvement and hopefully will be publisized soon.           
 3,  The establishment of new national amateur radio organization

CRSA was established in 1976, before amateur radio re-opened to public. With the earliest permitted amateur radio station BY1PK, CRSA became the pioneer in practice and organizing amateur radio operation in China and had played an important role in push the ham radio re-opens. As an organization attached to sports field, the optimum resources of CRSA are in radio-sports like ARDF. To better promote the development the amateur radio in all categories, a new national amateur radio organization, Chinese Radio Amateurs Club, abbreviated as CRAC, was established in 2010. 

CRAC is an organization with the objectives matched with of IARU, within the framework of regulations established by Chinese radio authority which is compatible with ITU Regulations about amateur services. CRAC is formed from radio amateurs, amateur radio administrators, representative of amateur radio industries, representative of other amateur radio organizations, and representatives of other parts related to amateur radio services and activities. 

The activities of CRAC will cover wider range of matters like:

- To reflect hams’ requirements to radio regulatory departments, WRC delegations and ITU working group members;

- To be committed by the radio authorities to conduct the licensing examinations and to issue the amateur radio operation license;

- To coordinate for the RFIs related with amateur services;

- To participate in drafting the technical standards of amateur radio equipment;

- To establish the self-discipline standards, such like amateur radio band plans and the encoding of Chinese text for emergency communications;

- To organize the nation-wide amateur radio cooperative projects such as amateur radio emergency networking;

- To give suggestions, trainings and helps to local amateur radio organizations;

- To work on establishing and strengthening the friendship and cooperation with amateur radio organizations and radio amateurs in different countries and areas; 

- To work in the IARU affairs.
As a matter of fact, CRSA will take an active part in CRAC for ARDF and kids radio education.
4，The main activities organized by CRSA-CRAC in the previous term:

- Participated the drafting of new amateur radio regulation and preparing for the training and auxiliary works related to amateur radio licensing in a new system;  
- Drafting question pools and programs for the amateur radio licensing exam;

- Plan for a unified amateur radio emergency service network and experiment in related technical protocols;

- Hosted the domestic competitions on ARDF and ARES training;

- Coordinated for the first amateur satellite of China, XW-1(HO-68);

- Organized Amateur Radio Exhibitions in Beijing (May 2011) and Shenzhen (May 2012);
- Visited IARU Secretariat and ARRL HQ (2011);
- Continuous liaison with WRC delegation and ITU working group members of China related to the WRC-15 agendas 1.4;

-   And more
5, Outlook into the coming future
CRAC/CRSA believes amateur radio in China still have space for growth, it is because:

- There has been a group of quality radio amateurs grown in the last 20 years; they are actively pushing the hobby going on; 

- Internet is continuously spread the amateur radio knowledge to more people;

- The new amateur radio regulation will make amateur radio licensing and operation more convenient;
- The new amateur radio regulation will make type-approve for amateur radio equipment more convenient;

- The new national amateur radio organization CRAC will make amateur radio more closely merged into the total social life;
- Domestic amateur radio equipment, especially VHF/UHF rigs, becomes more affordable for all levels of people.


Moreover, the radio amateurs will more actively be involved in IARU activities through the new CRAC.
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
