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Proposed modifications to the IARU Region 3 Band Plan
(IARU Region 3 Directors)

1. Band Plan of frequency band 144-146 MHz

The current Region 3 band plan of the frequency band 144 to 148 MHz is shown as below.
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Recently a frequency coordination request, which plans the usage of frequency band below 145.8 MHz for the amateur-satellite service, was submitted from a group in the Region 3 to the IARU frequency coordination advisor. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]In the ITU Radio Regulations frequency band 144-146 MHz is allocated to the amateur and amateurs-satellite services on a primary basis. On the other hand, in the current IARU band plans of the Region 1, 2 and 3, only 145.8-146 MHz portion is allocated to a satellite application.  Therefore, the advisor informed to the applicant that he was not able to coordinate the request.

However, the applicant insisted that prohibition of usage of bands below 145.8 MHz is not clearly specified in the Region 3 band plan and those bands are also allocated to the amateur-satellite service by the Radio Regulations, therefore, the usage of some portions below 145.8 MHz was to be allowed for the amateur- satellite service.  
While the band plans of the Regions 1 and 2 clearly specify specific usage/applications over entire band of 144-146 MHz, the band plan of the Region 3 does not fully specify them. 

2. The Basic Principles Underlying the IARU Region 3 Band Plan
The first part of the basic principles underlying the IARU Region 3 band plan says as follows:
Subsection (1): In all cases of conflict between a band plan and the national regulations of a country, the latter shall prevail.”

This sentence may cause a problem when harmonization is required among all three regions, especially in the amateur-satellite service application. 
3. Proposed modifications to the IARU Region 3 Band Plan
To avoid misunderstanding and ambiguity of the Region 3 band plan the following modifications to the current Region 3 band plan are proposed as shown in Annex.

1. Proposed modification to the band plan of 144 to 148 MHz portion of IARU Region 3 band plan 

Add the Notes as follows.

Note 1: In the Radio Regulations the band 144-146 MHz is allocated to the amateur and amateur-satellite services on a primary basis. However, to keep harmonize in all Regions, the band 145.8-146 MHz is exclusively identified for the amateur-satellite service. 

Note 2: The other portion of the band 144.035-145.8 MHz is exclusively identified for the amateur service.

2. Proposed modification to Subsection (1) of the basic principles underlying the IARU Region 3 band plan 

Modify Subsection (1) of the current text as follows:

(1) In all cases of conflict between a band plan and the national regulations of a country, the latter shall prevail.  However, it should be noted that the IARU cannot coordinate the amateur satellite usage of frequencies outside of the band plan unless the intended frequency band is explicitly used for amateur-satellite service in the country or territory of the coordination applicant.
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
