From the President of IARU to Bob Knowles, ZL1BAD, IARUMS, International Coordinator.

     Dear Bob:

     As another year draws to a close I am reminded of how much the  Amateur Radio community owes to the dedicated volunteers who work with you in the IARU Monitoring System.  It is easy to  become discouraged in what seems to be a never-ending battle, particularly as we face a worldwide proliferation of unlicensed  HF operations.  Still, we should stop to consider what our bands  would be like if there were no organized effort against   intruders.  For example, when you compare the level of out-of- band broadcasting in the fixed service bands to that in the  amateur bands it is easy to see that our efforts do pay off. Even the unlicensed operators are more likely to operate outside  our bands than inside; it has become such a problem for the   maritime and aeronautical mobile services that the issue is on  the agenda for WRC-03.  It is unlikely that the conference will  find a solution that is as effective for those services as the  IARUMS has proved to be for the amateur service.

     As we enter the New Year, please know that your efforts and  those of your volunteers are greatly appreciated by the IARU  officers and the members of the Administrative Council.  On  their behalf as well as for all IARU member-societies, thank you.  It has been a pleasure to work with you throughout the year, and I look forward to doing so in 2002.

Wishing  all the  Radio Amateurs that this  New Year brings  lesser number of intrusions.


The Indonesian non amateur activity on many of our frequencies, several data-burst stations, and some FRETELIN mobile activity have been the items discussed by WIA. But, New Zealand reports this month, about the Broadcasters, the large family of harmonics of DPR-Korea, the Indonesian intruders, data stations and CB type stations too on the 10 mb. Japan identifies the five regular DPRK intrusion viz 3560,14025,14100,14155/175, and 14250 kHz.


A second complaint on the harmonics of Radio Pyongyang, with lots of data supporting from R 2 and R 3 societies and in the pro-forma of Appendix S-10, has been submitted this month to the R3  HQ, for necessary action. The first complaint to the same station about the intrusion on 3560 kHz was filed in June 2001.

News From Region 1:

Somali access to  Internet  having been cut off, drop in phone patching on the amateur bands   was observed. Two long range Chinese cordless telephones were confiscated. There remaining   five freqs in 2mb, viz 144.410,144.500,145.090.145.430 and 145.600 MHz still used by intruders. All that  info from Kenya.    DJ9KR OM Uli  reports that 7100 kHz is used by four broadcasting stations  viz,  Vo Broad Masses, Eritrea; IRIB Iran,; VoIslamic Revolution, Iraq ; and Radio Pakistan, Pakistan., at various times.

News from region 2:

Highlights the  following items: 80 mb with Fishing vessels on 3650,3793 and 3944 kHz.  14250.1 with DPR-Korea;14301 with Radio Majagual, Colombia (10th Harmonic) and the CB type truckers, Taxis in AM,USB and LSB modes on 24 and 28 MHz bands.

VK4BTW,,VK4CEU,,VK4LE,,VK4AKX,,VK6XW  AND  VK8HA.

The 14.100 Indon Crims are still there in full force, but some of the stronger  Amateur Signals appear to have the upper hand. And special thanks to the Indonesian  speaking SSB chap who is trying to tell the 'Al Qaida ' to take heed of what happened  to their 'friends' in Afghanistan..  These Indon Crims are very strong here in the 'top-  end' , S9+ and they sure make a mess of Amateur Radio Traffic.  The Indon Crims are also around on 7 Megs as usual. We need to occupy our bands  and stop the Asian Crims converting our bands to their Citizen Bands.

Karl, VK6XW, gives his view in a report, and here is the gist of it:  At present  I am not very active on the bands , since down here in Albany, the propagation is extremely lousy due to the poor soil reflection.   While previously living in a small town of Narrogin,  300kM north from here.  I enjoyed absolute perfect conditions.  Instead, however, I have  taken to Monitoring a lot now.   While travelling up in Queensland , I tried to continue  my monitoring as much as possible , but it was not good , changing QTH all the time, as you do not get a good overall picture of propagation and occupancy of our frequencies.

I have read your column in A R , and started recording again, and I am appalled to hear what is going on there on 14 mHz.
