On a reference to OM Chen  BA1HAM, regarding the 3rd Harmonic signals received on 18105 kHz, from the Yun Nan B/S, with its fundamental on 6035 kHz,  OM Chen took keen interest to interact with the broadcaster. There appears to be some action taken, may be in the form of changes in the equipment or feed line  or antenna, and the results are showing and we have not heard the harmonic for the past month or so. We thank OM Chen for the excellent work he has done to solve the problem by direct interaction with the Broadcaster in China.



This months review of the reports from Region 3 Member Societies, show  off  the usual stations which are fundamental or harmonics from Broadcasters, Data stations, Beacons, Pirates and the “Havana Gurgle”

As NZART does extensive reporting on the F7B transmissions, the other Societies, (especially JARL) are requested to help us in confirming and making more RTTY and VFT type observations too.



As there are more interesting developments in Region 1, which needs  a reading in detail, I am taking the paragraphs from Martin’s report and producing it here for the information of all the readers.

News from Region 1:

In his report for March, Ron Roden, G4GKO, IARU MS Co-ordinator   in Region 1, related the following mostly successful story : 
From the beginning of February heavy interference was heard   right across the 20 Metre band caused by what appears to have  been a faulty transmitter of RDP Radio Portugal transmitting on  a frequency of 13770 kHz.  Email messages were sent to the RDP  administration by DARC [Germany] drawing their attention to the  problem, official complaints were placed by the British and   German administrations.  I Emailed the IARU Liaison Officer of  REP (the Portuguese national society) requesting to assist by  drawing the matter to the attention of RDP in Lisbon,  unfortunately I received no reply of any action taken by REP. I then sent RDP an Email in Portuguese (with the assistance of  my Brazilian wife) requesting their assistance and, since I can  speak fluent Portuguese I also telephoned RDP at their Lisbon  office informing them of the problem.  RDP accepted that they  had a problem and eventually late in the month the faulty   transmitter was removed from service."  

In another significant success in Region 1, Ted Alleyne, 5Z4NU,  the National IARUMS Co-ordinator for Kenya, reported :     "Somali intruders in Nairobi were dealt a heavy blow at the end  of [January] by the authorities (the CCK MS and the Special  Crimes Prevention Unit of the Kenya Police) when 11 of them  were charged with offences concerning possession of illegal  communications equipment.  It is understood that 14  transceivers and ancillary equipment were confiscated from them.  Although there remain hundreds of stations in Somali a, this is   a major advance in the fight against local intruders and there  seems to have been a considerable drop in Nairobi activity on   40, 30 and 20 meter bands since this operation.  Earlier in the  month activity in Mombasa by the CCK MS netted some half dozen  offenders while it is understood some others took fright and   went underground."

7100        A3E  SWBC Voice of the Broad Masses, Eritrea.
14250.1   A3E  SWBC Radio Pyongyang, DPR Korea, weak audio.  
18090      A3E  Unidentified SWBC, possibly from Asia.

 VU2RM Om Rao,, a veteran, “A-1 Op” since Feb 1968, has studied the Indian East Coast- Telugu  speaking Fishing Trawlers, including, those with names like “Tara”, “Teja-2”. He has observed that they are based at Visakhapatnam. Some of the Telugu speaking trawlers are also based at Port Blair, Andaman  Islands.  Everyday, they use channels  which they call as 141212,  141414, 141616  etc., ( The first right justified figure is a decimal figure for the  KHz,  and all these channels  are in the 20 meter   amateur radio  band.) They have their own base frequency of 121310.  The trawler operators find the amateur band frequencies are more convenient to use, as not much of traffic is found here.  They all use Kenwood  Amateur Radio  Equipment.  It appears that a Firm of Visakhapatnam,  is supplying and installing equipment  on board these trawlers. The Port Trust Administration of   Visakhapatnam, is knowing about these frequencies being used by the Fishing Trawlers.
