The  Indonesian non-amateur activity  being so much on the 40, 30,20 metre bands

and the  inaction of the Government concerned, is indeed causing  a serious concern. The matter is so often reported that we feel hurt to repeat again and again.

In addition to these non-amateurs, there is a definite increase in the number of frequencies used by the fishing trawlers on the high seas, with their amateur radio equipment, instead of the Marine communication equipment, which they are supposed to have. Sri Lankan and Indian boats are often heard using many of our frequencies. The Australian reports indicate that Chinese boats are like wise causing concern. The presence of  many data stations with multi  channel   high speed data traffic with the latest modes of communications are another cause of our worries.

  
Long range  cordless telephone users are continuing caring none for the interference they are causing to other services.

News from other regions:

Region 1: A spurious transmission from the transmitters of Radio Rossi,on 14106 kHz  was reported. The fundamental was on 15195 kHz.A second spurious was reported on 16284 kHz. The transmitting time was used by Radio Vlanders, Belgium. The spurious were caused by the presence of a very strong  MW Tx on 1089 kHz near the location of the  15195 kHz Tx. Tests were in progress to rectify the fault.      A F1B transmitting signal on 14192 kHz using 500 Hz shift and 36 baud reversal, was reported, which was also reported in Region 2.

Region 2: Unidentified  printer with occasional traffic  in F1B  on 7054 kHz;

A N0N on 14057.2 with a 100 Hz hum;  an A1A  which often repeated 310 daily at 0100 UTC on 14320 kHz  and the many Radio pirates of all types on 24 and 28 MHz bands in A3E and  J3E  modes  were reported.  The last one is believed to be a spy station and the experts in that field have designated it as “ENIGMA M23” 

The reports from JARL are not coming through and thus, the report is delayed, for which I am sorry.
