The  fundamental on 3560 kHz and the other spurious products of Radio Pyongyang, DPR-Korea, on other frequency bands, are being heard even  now and the Havana Gurgle on 18090 kHz has almost become a marker on the 17 mb for stations down-under.  The results that might  have  come from the complaints that  have  been lodged  in the specified proforma to IARU R3 HQ, are NOT visible  in any lessening of the spurious emissions from DPR-Korea.  

News from other Regions:

Region 1:

G4BOH  OM Chris Cummings, the MS Coordinator of UK, has been the force behind getting the Carrier on 14100 kHz, vacated from Czech Rep.

Uli,DJ9KR, the MS Coordinator of DARC reports of several pirates using Spanish, Arabic, English, Indonesian, French and other African dialects in the  15,20 and 40 m bands, of whom some are Missionary and others are Fishing Trawlers.  5Z4NU OM Ted Allaine, the MS Coordinator from Kenya, reports of several  Aid Organisations ( NGOs) using and 20 and 40mb for their communications. Tanzanian Missionary and safari stations were also heard on 40mb, apart from the several Somali pirate  stations.

A number of Russian single-letter Morse beacons are being reported  at different times in a cluster on about 7039 kHz.  The "D"  beacon, not reported in Region 2 for several years, has also been active.  

7038.70 kHz  "D"  Odessa (on the Black Sea)

7038.90      "S"  Arkhangelsk (south of the Barents Sea)

7039.00      "C"  Moskva

7039.2       "F"  Vladivostok (often with a "chirpy" tone, on the

                  Sea of Japan))

7039.4       "M"  Magadan (on the Sea of Okhotsk)

In the northwest part of Region 2, the "F" and "M" beacons are being heard on about 3594 kHz, as well as "V" from Khiva on 3658 kHz.  Probable spuriosities from the "F" transmitter are sometimes heard 39 kHz above and below 7039 kHz (7000 and 7078), although  the 7078 spur has not been reported recently.  The purpose of  these beacons is not known but they are believed to support  Russian military operations, probably naval.  


So far, the MS report from JARL has not arrived and hence, this newsletter  is delayed  for which I beg your excuse.
