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From the 26th of October 2003, the Voice of Vietnam, started using the frequency of 7100 kHz for its International Broadcasting. You are aware that this is a frequency being misused by the Voice of Broad Masses, from Eritrea, Africa, for its Domestic service from a long time. Voice of turkey was also noted in Europe using this frequency.

The broadcasts on this frequency causes lower sideband splatter to the the higher band edge of  40 metre amateur radio band.  The vigorous action taken by DARC Coordinator, OM Uli DJ9KR, in alerting all Monitors, for a concerted action, was very timely. Attempts were made to contact various Officials of the radio station Voice of Vietnam and explain the position. This concerted effort, paid off. Both the stations, viz, the Voice of Vietnam and the Voice of turkey, left the frequency on 09th November 2003.


The  credit for this success, a fast one, goes to OM Uli, his group, the Turkish amateur TA2E, and various others in South Asia, who sent direct E-mails to all the concerned.  May their tribe increase and  bless us with clear frequencies for amateur radio communications.


The unidentified broadcaster on 14280 kHz, a harmonic, is found to be Radio Liberty, with its 3rd harmonic from 4760 kHz.  So also, the other unidentified broadcaster on 14320 kHz is identified to be Radio Uzbekistan, with the 2nd harmonic from 7160 kHz. Attempts to communicate with their contacts is going on.
