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The China Radio International, international service frequencies in 13 MHz band, were radiating some spurious emissions onto the lower end of 20mb. The observations were from many VU amateurs. They had sent complaints direct by E-mail. Wearing the other hat, I requested the contact person in China OM Chen BA1HAM for help and with his timely help the problem was solved.  Many thanks for the prompt action.


The voluminous reports regularly sent to me by RAST MS Coordinator OM Sheridon, on a CD Rom, is a wealth of information. There are at least two XLS files and some sound files along with the spectrograms. Unfortunately, we don’t have the capacity in any cyber café to send an attachment of this size. Hence, you are only seeing a part of it.  I have specifically added some summarized observations he made recently, for your general information.
