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The sound foundation for a Monitoring Systems network in any National Society  depends on the solid support of keen amateurs and the select group of interested Short Wave Listeners. As very little has been said about the Short Wave Listeners (SWLs) and their capabilities in these pages, it is time to talk about them. There is a great importance in being a SWL.  He/she may be interested in the International Broadcasting Stations, the hundreds of amateur radio QSOs, and many other types of traffic that are going on, in the RF spectrum. Like the erstwhile USSR, Czechoslovakia and others, their National Societies encouraged them to work hard, prove their capacity and  graduate to amateur radio licence. This system, builtup a bank of SWLs, to be depended on for all moniotoring necessities as well. The expertise of these SWLs can lead to accurately pin-pointing the intruder in our bands.

Thus, it is the duty of the National Societies, to find and encourage the SWLs who are keen on amateur radio and braoadcast listening. Many a time, a broadcaster strays into amateur bands unknowingly, and these SWLs identify them, much faster than the very active amateur radio operators. Right now, the case of the Chinese Speaking intruder on 18160 kHz(presumed to be CNR-1)  is of concern. This station,  is very strong and reports have come in from all parts of Region 3. HARTS have taken up the issue with their authorities to identify and process vacation of the intrusion. I am sure  several Chinese knowing SWLs would have sent reports to the broadcaster by now, be it CNR-1 or any other Station. If the broadcaster is really keen on good international relations, and if they had strayed into amateur bands, they would have QSYed by now. But, the station is still going strong, even at the time of this report being E-mailed, may indicate that it is a willful forced occupation of an amateur radio frequency. Hi. All the National Socities may kindly take action, in any way, to protest to the DX entity from where the station is operating.
Now, is time that the National Societies  take encouraging steps to increase the number of the SWLs who are keen on amateur band listening and specialise in monitoring the intruders. The club station is ithe ideal place for the seasoned monitor to demonstrate how the intrusions are logged, reported to their Regional Monitoring Systems Coordinator and other club stations in and around Region 3.


To be a SWL is no degradation and I know of a few (CW only type) SWLs, who refused to take an amateur radio operator’s licence, but, continue SWLing with over 250 countries confirmed in the amateur bands, whereas many active licenced operators are to reach that level. Hi.  Be proud to be a top SWL.
