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Reports for November have been received from ARSI, NZART, JARL, HARTS and WIA.

In this report the data files have been edited removing duplicate entries on the same frequency and intruder.  A full data report is available upon request to myself.  

ARSI reports, that Datta, VU2DSI  has been appointed as the new monitoring service coordinator.  Welcome Datta.

HARTS reports a number of broadcasting services and an OHR operating around 7.0 MHz with a BW of 10 kHz.

Last Month NZART reported OHR SuperDarn/TIGER Radar systems operating in 30 Meter band from Tasmania/Aust and New Zealand.  This activity was reported to the New Zealand Regulator and has resulted in the New Zealand system no longer operating in the 10.100 to 10.150 MHz segment.

The WIA reported the intrusion of the SuperDarn/Tiger Radar to the Australian Regulator, the ACMA.  There appeared to be no activity from the Tiger Radar system located at Bruny Island, Tasmania for a period of three weeks.  At the time of writing this report, however, the Radar system was again active on 8 Dec 2009, on the frequencies of 10.105 and 10.145 MHz.  This matter has again been raised with the ACMA.

The JARL reported a significant number of Broadcasting stations intruding into the lower HF bands.  These are believed to emanate From China, Nth Korea and Russian states.  Also there is a comprehensive report of A1A letter beacon stations and locations.

For those observers who have difficulties with some digital emission modes, either ID’s, frequency shifts or baud rates, Wolf DK2DM has offered assistance.  Wolf suggest audio wav files with a sample rate of 44 kHz, can be sent to him for analysis.  Thank you Wolf.
