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Introduction

The NZART Awards Manager, Alan Chapman ZL3GX, has administered both NZART and the IARU Region 3 Awards from November 1997.  Since that time 300 IARU Region 3 Awards have been issued.  Applications for this and other awards have been slowing down.  Each time details of an award are published in a club magazine it is always followed by an increase in applications.

The majority of the applications came from Japan and Europe.  Of the 300 awards issued, 75 received a Silver sticker and 136 a Gold sticker.

The Award Certificates have now been reprinted without the name and call sign details.  This individual information is now printed as each certificate is issued.  With advances in desktop publishing, this new procedure produces a much higher quality certificate.

Recommendations

That:

1. Region 3 note the continuing, but declining, popularity of the IARU Region 3 Award

2. Region 3 Societies continue their publicity about the Award to ensure its ongoing success and to increase awareness of IARU and Region 3
