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Introduction

Many Recommendations and Motions were passed at the 11th IARU Region 3 Conference, Darwin, 28th August to 1st September 2000. These are contained in the Minutes of that conference which have been distributed to participants and to Member Societies. Some fifty-eight of them required the attention of your Directors. Some Motions contained more than one item.

Since that conference, all these 58 matters have been considered by the Directors and by the Secretary. The Directors met at Yokohama in August/September 2001 and again at the Highness Hotel, Linkou, Taipei, in September 2002 but most of the work was done by email messaging. 

Action has been taken as required and where possible on all of the 58 items. However, the complete dominance of preparations for the World Radio Communications Conference 2003, WRC-03, and that Conference itself in June/July 2003, has meant that some items were of necessity not completed. Some items are very complex, some of an on-going nature, some of low priority and some could best be handled when the outcomes from WRC-03 were known. 

For the convenience of participants at the 12th IARU Region 3 Conference, this document brings together the 10 items that were not entirely completed or for which further attention is needed. Completed items, routine items and items on which no action was required of the Directors or of the Secretary have been excluded. 

For ease of reference, a serial number has been given to each item below. The page number referring to each topic in the Darwin Minutes is given. 

A commentary note with information (in italics) follows each listed Motion.

1. Recommendation 1-18;     Motion 11-R/XI:  [Darwin Minutes, Page 28]
1. That the Region 3 societies note the information on the state of development of the countries in the Pacific and the basic factors affecting their growth.

2. That these factors be considered by the STARS Working Group in deciding how to target scarce resources for further development.

3. That development assistance to the societies may be able to be improved if one-to-one relationships could be set up with a larger, developed neighbour.

4. That Region 3 may have to accept that the very small Pacific Island countries are not capable of sustaining permanent populations of amateur radio operators or Societies in other than exceptional circumstances.

5. That noting the limited resources available priority should be given to those countries participating in ITU affairs.

The attention of the Conference is drawn to the continuing importance of this item.

2. Recommendation 1-19;    Motion 11-S/XI:  [Darwin Minutes, Page 28] 

That each society develop bite-sized projects that will appeal to the younger computer-oriented generation with a view to pointing them towards a window to amateur radio.

Societies have received the Darwin Motions and have the opportunity at the 12th Conference to compare their efforts and successes in the period since Darwin.

3. Recommendation WG2-4;    Motion 11-AD/XI:   [Darwin Minutes, Page 33] 

That where possible it should be a goal of Region 3 to seek to define and align international band-plan segments for weak signal activity on the UHF and Microwave bands. Further, that the weak signal segments be aligned adjacent to the satellite segments, where possible. The Directors are asked to co-ordinate this activity with the member societies and formulate final proposals after further discussion

This matter was put low on the priority action list. For further consideration.

4. Recommendation WG2-7;    Motion 11-AG/XI:   [Darwin Minutes, Page 35]
That the need for repeater band plan segments be referred to the directors to form a committee to conduct research into existing repeater band plans used within Region 3 societies. This is with a view to investigating the creation of common segments for 2 m, 70 cm and 23 cm repeaters as part of the Region 3 band plans.

5. Recommendation WG2-9;    Motion 11-AI/XI:   [Darwin Minutes, Page 35]
That more efficient use could be made of the data mode segment in the HF amateur bands by division of the segments between those stations:

1. Providing unattended automated operation, and

2. Undertaking attended frequency agile operation

Further, that this option is brought to the attention of IARU Region 1 and 2 for their consideration and discussion, with a view to creation of uniform IARU recommended HF data band plans.

6. Recommendation WG2-12;    Motion 11-AL/XI:   [Darwin Minutes, Page 37]
That this conference recommends that the 2m band-plan segment for satellite and space communications be reviewed with a view to investigating accommodating an expanded band-plan segment to cater for the growing amount of satellite activity. Further, that the Region 3 Directors be requested to contact the Satellite Frequency Co-ordinator, requesting the matter be investigated and a report be produced on the issue for consideration by all regions.

7. Recommendation WG2-14;    Motion 11-AN/XI:  [Darwin Minutes, Page 40] 

The following is adopted and recommended to member societies.

1.  Noting that the amateur service, being a group of individuals trained in electronics and radio communications techniques, is able to self assess stations in the amateur service to ensure that they comply with national EMR standards.

2.  That member societies should lobby their respective administrations to adopt current international standards in lieu of developing their own where administrations decide to pursue an EMR standards regime. Further, member societies should lobby for the EMR self-assessment system to be employed for Amateur stations with their national administrations when the issue arises.

3.  That member societies should look to facilitating education programs for their members on the implications of EMR. Societies need to work to place themselves in a position to respond positively and proactively to inquiries from the public and national administrations if asked for input or comment about EMR issues and the amateur service.

4.  Further, education materials for amateurs about EMR issues should be developed, and where it is appropriate, additions to the exam syllabus for an amateur license should be made to cover EMR matters. The directors are requested to investigate and implement the most effective way of dealing with this.

8. Recommendation WG2-15;    Motion 11-AO/XI:   [Darwin Minutes, Page 41]
This conference notes that at some time in the future region 3 may require an EMR Co-ordinator to be appointed. Further, this should be considered by a future Region 3 Conference.

9. Recommendation WG2-31;    Motion 12-M/XI:   [Darwin Minutes, Page 50]
That the Directors establish a committee for disaster communications with the following terms of reference:

1.   To identify, as a matter of urgency, disaster communications co-ordinators within Region 3.

2.   To identify recurring needs for disaster communications assistance within 

Region 3.

3.   To prepare a checklist of dos and don’ts, procedures, protocol, packing list and related issues relating to disaster communications.

4.   To identify resources that could be used in international assistance.

5.   To provide interim progress reports to Directors of Region 3.

6.   To provide a report to the next Region 3 Conference with recommendations for development of amateur radio disaster communications capabilities.

A Directors’ paper has been submitted for the 12th conference to consider.

10. Recommendation WG2-33;    Motion 12-O/XI:   [Darwin Minutes, Page 50]
Noting that Region 2 has defined a band segment for use in case of disaster/emergency communication, being the top 10 kHz segment of each HF band except the 10, 18 and 24 MHz bands. 

This conference recommends that the Directors of IARU Region 3 research and identify appropriate segments and/or spot frequencies within the HF and VHF amateur radio bands for use during international disaster emergency communications.

This conference commends the work of the amateurs involved in the emergency and disaster communications during the Orissa cyclone.

For further discussion and consideration if necessary if/when a Disaster Committee is established.
