PROPOSAL TO AMEND
“THE CONSTITUTION OF THE INTERNATIONAL AMATEUR RADIO UNION REGION 3”
The Pitcairn Island Amateur Radio Association (PIARA)

Background

WHY THE AMENDMENT IS REQUIRED: 

The Constitution of the International Amateur Radio Union 

“ARTICLE II – MEMBER-SOCIETIES


2. There shall be only one Member-Society representing a country or separate territory”

“ARTICLE IV – REGIONAL ORGANIZATIONS


1. The regional organizations are formed by Member-Societies representing the countries or separate territories in the respective Regions.  The boundaries of the regional organizations correspond to those of the Regions.  The regional organizations shall be referred to as “IARU, Region []”

“ARTICLE VI – VOTING BY MEMBER-SOCIETIES

1. In the consideration of proposals brought before the IARU in accordance with this Constitution, each Member-Society shall have one vote.

2. A proposal may be made by any Member-Society through its regional organization, which shall…”

The present wording in “THE CONSTITUTION OF THE INTERNATIONAL AMATEUR RADIO UNION  REGION 3” is as follows:

“Members
4. The existing members of IARU region 3 are those organization of Radio Amateurs within or having territory within Region 3 that are members of IARU that are represented by delegates at the Conference of IARU Region 3 held in Tokyo in March 1971.

Qualification for Membership
5. Any national amateur radio society within Region 3 or that has members in its territory in region 3 that is a member of the IARU shall be qualified to apply for admission as a member of IARU Region 3.”

Whereas: The present wording is in error and allows a Member-Society to hold voting membership in more than one Region and thus cast more than one vote in violation of the IARU Constitution.

Whereas: The present wording is in error and allows a Member-Society as a country in one IARU Region while also acting as a Member-Society claiming to represent territories in a different IARU Region.

Whereas: The wording of the IARU Constitution, Article II 2 only allows a Member-Society to represent a country OR separate territory and the territories of the USA in Region 3 are not substantial so voting membership in two regions is NOT justified.

Discussion and justification:


The wording of the Region 3 Constitution is in conflict with the IARU Constitution requirements and must be changed.


Every Member-Society in the IARU must have only one vote in any proceeding of the IARU.


Each Country Member-Society is allowed to cast one vote since every Member-Society has equal voting rights in the IARU.


Any Amateur Radio Association which physically resides in a Region should have full voting membership only in that Region.


In order to represent territories in a different Region, which have not formed a local Amateur Radio Association and been accepted as a Member-Society, a Country Member-Society should be allowed to participate in the Region with those territories but with no PROXY/no VOTE.


A local Amateur Radio Association is better able to represent the interests of Radio Amateurs in a territory than a Country Association in a different IARU Region and many thousand miles distant.  Such local Amateur Radio Associations are encouraged to strengthen Amateur Radio and the IARU.

Therefore: A revision to change the wording in “THE CONSTITUTION OF THE INTERNATIONAL AMATEUR RADIO UNION  REGION 3” to the following is proposed:

Proposal:

(DELETE PRESENT WORDING AND SUBSTITUTE)

Members

4. The members of IARU Region 3 are those organizations of Radio Amateurs within Region 3 that are members of IARU.

Any National Amateur Radio Society that has members in its territory in Region 3 may become an Associate Member-Society in Region 3. Such an Associate Member-Society shall have the  privileges of a Member-Society except a right to vote and to have a Proxy and shall pay dues at one-half the Member-Society rate.

Qualification for Membership
5. Any National Amateur Radio Society within Region 3 or any separate territory with an Amateur Radio Society within Region 3 shall be qualified to apply for admission as a member of IARU Region 3.

Any National Amateur Radio Society that has members in its territory in Region 3 shall be qualified to apply for admission as an associate Member-Society of IARU Region 3.

Supplement to Document No. 04/XII/034

Points of discussion:

1. ARRL is member in Region 2, so ARRL has used the category of COUNTRY already in Region 2.
2. U.S.A. includes overseas territory as COUNTRY, so that ARRL is representing COUNTRY of U.S.A. in Region 2 only even though some of them are located in another Region
3. U.S.A. has some territories in Region 3, that a reason why ARRL has a seat in Region 3 now  but this is wrong. (R3 constitution was made wrong)
Reason, IARU Constitution only allows a member-society as COUNTRY  OR  Separate Territory.

U.S.A. is Region 2 member as COUNTRY.

So NO U.S.A. as COUNTRY in Region 3.

Only NON SUBSTANTIAL group of overseas territory in R3 and it can not be member of Region 3 because no substantial body.

However, the IARU constitution allows if one of the overseas territory forms its own association and applies for membership then it can become a Member-Society.

And IARU Region3 history shows, ARNAC, PIARA, Macao, Hong Kong were Region 3 member as above practice.

Solution:

In Region 3 constitution, MEMBERSHIP, Members, Qualification for Membership

5. Any national amateur radio within Region 3 or that has members in its territory in Region 3 that is a member of the IARU shall be qualified to apply for admission as a member of IARU Region 3.

This constitution is in conflict with the IARU constitution because it accepts non substantial group without COUNTRY category to member. 

This have to be amend as our proposal.
Points:  One COUNTRY can not be member in two Regions.

Yes, that is our original mistake when Region 3 started, we were all young and no international knowledge, and we only thought need more members so VK and ZL group asked the ARRL to join Region 3.  Both the invited side and receiving sides made a wrong decision to have ARRL as R3 member without IARU Constitution back up, and as a result to made an incorrect R3 constitution but now that we found mistake so we have to correct it.
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
