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A Society’s IARU Liaison Officer

1 Responsibility

To represent IARU to the local Society, and to represent the local Society to IARU.

2 Duties
2.1 ITU: Keep the Society up-to-date on IARU activities at ITU 

· Problems caused to amateur interests and Amateur Service matters discussed at ITU meetings and decisions / issues affecting amateurs.

· Efforts made to safeguard the interests of amateurs such as the protection of frequency bands. 

· Successes at ITU meetings such as in achieving results or acceptance by ITU of IARU proposals.

· To request the officer in the society liaising with the local administration to canvas views on matters coming up at ITU meetings.

2.2 IARU to Society

· Convey news releases from IARU and from IARU Region 3 for the information of members. 

· Report to the Society on decisions taken at IARU Region 3 Conferences so that the Society is well informed.

· Circulate IARU Monitoring System reports and material for the information of Society members. Keep members aware of this IARU service and moved to report interference they may experience in the amateur bands.

· Encourage a Society member to be the local IARU Monitoring System Monitor, the Disaster Relief Coordinator and any other position that may be suggested by IARU Region 3.

2.3 Society to IARU

· Respond to all inquiries by IARU Region 3 and by IARU so that consideration and decision making can proceed smoothly.

· Explain problems faced with the local administration so IARU may be able to assist with a solution. 

· Report on problems / successes / accomplishments in promoting amateur radio within the country. Other societies may benefit from this experience.

· Initiate / facilitate / assist in the submission of papers to the next IARU Region 3 Conference.

· Address any local intrusion into amateur bands and inform the Region 3 Monitoring System Co-ordinator.

· Respond to requests by IARU Region 3 for news of events and activities of the Society. There may be useful points /ideas that other societies can use.

· Identify and report any local conflicts or problems with IARU policies so that IARU officials may assist with appropriate action.
· Ensure payment of the Society's IARU Region 3 subscription by 1st June each year to maintain membership of IARU Region 3. 

· Promptly respond to voting requests and circulars issued by IARU to enable IARU to move ahead with minimum delay.

· Promptly respond to membership data, statistical and other reports and statements as requested by IARU Region 3.

· Inform IARU Region 3 of the name and background (where possible) of the head of delegation and others who represent the country at ITU meetings. This is to help the IARU delegation in its preparations. 

3 Available Resource Material

· News releases by IARU and IARU Region 3. These web sites are regularly updated with current news & events. Printed documents are distributed to Societies. 

· The regular IARU Monitoring System Reports. 

· IARU Region 3 Secretariat. The Secretariat is pleased to help with material either direct or by channeling the request to a Director or to the International Secretariat.

· Terms of Reference of an IARU Region 3 Society Liaison Officer is attached.

4 Logistics and Other issues

· Have direct or indirect 24-hour access to telephone, e-mail and fax. Should be readily contactable both locally and internationally. 

· Attend the IARU Regional Conference for supportive background to enable the SLO to better perform the duties. 

5
Term of Office

· Preferably concurrent with the period of office of IARU Region 3 Directors to help to get to know one another.

· A longer period of service is desired for continuity.

6
Accountability

· To IARU Region 3 with the responsibility to carry out the duties and tasks requested by IARU Region 3. 

· To the Council / Executive of the local Society with responsibility to represent the Society.

· To members of the Society as the channel for members' views and aspirations to be conveyed to IARU Region 3. 

· To all amateurs in the home country as their link with IARU, the body that represents amateur radio at international level and which can influence ITU decisions affecting Society members and non-members alike.
