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This report covers services and activities of amateur radio in Korea since the last report at the 13th IARU Reg. 3 conference in Bangalore, India, 2006
1. General

The number of licensed Korean amateur radio station was 45,999 and KARL membership was 9155 including transmitting(8193) and SWL(962) as of May, 2009. This means that the number of KARL membership has been decreased by about 25% compared to three years ago. This decrease is believed to be due to wide spread of internet networks as well as recent worldwide economic downturn. We are working on creating a ‘4th class amateur radio license’ to promote amateur radio in Korea.
2. Revision of Government Rules and Regulations on Amateur Radio

KARL has been asking our government to ease regulations concerning amateur radio including items below. None of these are implemented yet except item (5) and our government is expected to implement some of these in 2010. We are working hard to realize these.

(1) Currently our station license specifies radio and antenna models as well as serial numbers. This restricts us to use the specified equipments only for amateur radio activities. KARL conducted worldwide surveys of equipment requirements of different amateur radio societies in 2004 and 2008.  49  societies responded to our survey and results showed only three countries including, Japan, Israel, and Philippines had similar regulations. We are doing every effort to abolish this equipment restriction in Korea. This will be our primary goal in the future.

(2) We are requesting to widen our amateur band from current 3500-3550KHz and 3790 – 3800KHz to 3500 – 3750KHz and 3790 – 3900KHz.

(3) A 4th class amateur radio license that can be issued to persons who participate in an eight hour lecture is proposed to our government to promote amateur radio in Korea.

(4) Our current maximum output allowed is 500W(1st class), 200W(2nd class) and 50W(3rd class). We want to increase these to 1000W, 500W and 100W respectively.
(5) The newly assigned band segment for 7.1 - 7.2MHz was allowed to be used in Korea starting March 29, 2009. But because most of amateur radio equipments cannot transmit on this segment, activities there are still low. Also many amateurs complain about interference by high power AM broadcasting in this band segment, particularly on 7105, 7130, 7140, 7165, 7175 and 7185KHz.

(2) KARL participated in 13th IARU ARDF competition in Primorsko, Bulgaria from September 11 – 17, 2006.

(3) KARL participated in 7th IARU Region 3 ARDF competition in Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia from August 16 – 23, 2007.

(4) There were ARISS (Amateur Radio International Space Station) contacts between HL0ARISS(space station) and HL0HQSC(ground) using 2m band on April 13 and 18, 2008. The space station was launched by Russia and the first Korean astronaut Soyeon Lee was on board. During the contacts 2m signals from the space station were heard all over Korea with signal strength of 59 plus. 
4. SEANET (South East Amateur Radio Net)
 The 37th SEANET Convention will be held in Seoul, Korea from October 23 – October 27, 2009. Every year a few hundred amateurs from all over the world  participate in this convention. Everybody is welcomed and detailed informations can be found at (http://www.sabah.net.my/seanet).

5. Reciprocal License Treaty
 Currently we have no reciprocal treaty with any country in the world except Japan.  However, regardless of the treaty, amateurs in almost any country in the world can apply for a permit to operate for one year in Korea by submitting their home license. This permit can be renewed yearly. Applicants should submit following papers and fees to KARL and it will take about 2 months (will be reduced to one month) for the permit issue. We welcome amateur radio operation in Korea from all over the world.
