Beginning on August 20, 2009, KARL is initiating a simplified procedure to obtain amateur radio operation permit for foreigners in Republic of Korea. Currently Korea has two different types of provisions for foreign amateurs to operate in Korea.

(1) Foreign nationals who pass Korean amateur radio license test can get Korean call signs of  HL*Z**, such as HL1ZAA, HL2ZAH,  so on. These amateurs are usually foreign nationals who are fluent in Korean language because amateur license tests in Korea are given only in Korean language.
(2) Korea has a reciprocal treaty with Japan only.  However, regardless of reciprocal treaty, foreign nationals living in or visiting Korea can apply for one-year operation permit if they have foreign amateur radio license. The foreign amateur radio license does not have to be the one from his/her own country of citizenship. For example, a German citizen with a US call sign of say ‘WW6N’ can apply for a Korean operation permit. In this case his call sign in Korea will be HL1/WW6N. This permit issue will take only 10 to 30 days once all required documents are submitted and it can be extended every year. 
To apply for a permit, go to www.karl.or.kr and click the upper right corner menu ENGLISH  then click again Operation in Korea. The following shows the simplified application procedure and required documents.
