MONITORING SYSTEM REPORT

Another year comes to a close and again the amateur service spectrum is infested with intruders of
various sorts.

In addition to the “usual suspects”, 2006 saw the emergence of the following as probably the worst
violators of ITU provisions with:

Pirate broadcasts from Chinese Taipei (Taiwan) on 17 and 20m bands.

Jamming of the 17 and 20m Chinese Taipei (Taiwan) pirate broadcasts from Guangdong and Hainan
provinces.

Frequent operation of OTHR on the 40m band from Hainan.
Frequent operation of OTHR on the 80m band from Hainan.
Expansion of Hainan OTHR to include 20 and 30m bands.
Frequent operation of “jammer” covering 160m band.

Numerous intermodulation distortion products from broadcast service stations on 12, 15, 17 and 20m
bands.

The unidentified Sinhala speaking stations in the 40m band and elsewhere, continue their unabated
occupancy of amateur service frequencies.

Far and away the greatest threat to the amateur service continues to due to the lack of suitable
radiolocation service allocations above the 160m band. As a result, several administrations —
specifically those of United Kingdom, Cyprus, People’s Republic of China, Ukraine and Iran — target
their own amateurs and all amateurs world-wide with their long-range radar systems.

That the amateur service is seen as a “soft target” by administrations that otherwise have favourable
attitudes towards the amateur service should enrage every single amateur, regardless of country-of-
origin, nationality or citizenship.

On 160m it should be noted that in Region 3, the radiolocation service is secondary to amateur from
1800-2000 kHz. Only on 1800-1810 kHz in Region 1 and 1850-1900 kHz in Region 2 is
radiolocation a primary service, so amateurs in Region 3 should not suffer any harmful interference
from such radiolocation systems operating from within this Region.

In the coming year, it is hoped that the new format Region 3 report — with spotting information to
show what other amateurs are hearing on the bands — will help improve the quantity and quality of our
work. It is absolutely crucial that reports are accurate and that more information is included. The true
spectral and temporal onslaught intruders are causing to the amateur service is not really reflected by
the reports received and as a consequence, the situation is likely to continue to deteriorate in the
absence of taking action appropriate for the circumstances.

There is a great danger to Monitoring System’s hard work from the Administrations who feign
ignorance of intruders from their own country, and procrastinate in taking suitable measures to stop
these intrusions. Thus, we are unable to show spectacular progress in getting the intrusions cleared.
