The  number of reports of fishing trawlers using the various  amateur radio frequencies  is on the rise. We had heard the trawlers from Japan using the 80 metre band frequencies in the past. Now, the things have changed to the worse. We hear  very regular use of the 20 metre band frequencies by the Indian  fishing trawlers belonging to Andhra Pradesh  who keep communicating in Telugu and English at times. The next group is from Tamil Nadu  who also use 20 metre band exclusively with traffic in Tamil and English languages.  Sri Lankan trawlers have also jumped in and they are using 40 metre band and 20 metre band frequencies, and use only Sinhala for  their communications. The Gujarat Earthquake, reduced the frequent Sindhi, Kutchi Communications we were getting on many  of our frequencies from the Indian West Coast area.   Is there any Maritime Authority who inspect the Wireless Communication Equipment on every fishing trawler , conforming to maritime bands, before it is commissioned ? The easy , new and unrestricted  supply of  amateur radio equipment in some of the SE Asian countries, has made this problem, quite a complicated one  to the amateurs. Every time we  intercept the communication and advise them, that this frequency range is  NOT  for their use, they  do QSY, but appear, very fast on some other amateur frequency. 


The similar type of problem on the 10 metre band,  by possibly the taxi cab operators from South East Asian countries, is continuing unabated. 


When can we see an end to these broadcastyers ?


The routine broadcasters, their harmonics, their jammers,governmental and non-governmental stations, the pulse and digital data  stations are to be found quite active, fully knowing they are in the amateur frequencies. The worst sufferer in South and SE Asia, is the 40 metre band.
