The 12metre pulses reported between 24900 and 25000 kHz, are reported by 

OM Bert PA3GIO, as CODAR- wide band pulse type transmissions for measuring various things like the height of waves at sea. It may indirectly mean that surveillance of the high seas can now be made, for any sailing vessels, friend, foe  or contraband carriers.  These wide band pulses heard Region 3, and reported some time back, are confirmed to be originating from Australia, as a military experimental exercise. They have indicated that they will be shifting off our 12mb frequencies, shortly.


According to reports from the Kenyan Monitor, Chinese “Nowa” make international mobile phones, labeled as ‘walky-talky’ are being used in East Africa as well, and are causing enough interference to 2m services. The different air-line personnel have been advised there, that they cause interference to air traffic and hence NOT TO USE them.


The Long Range Cordless Telephone interference to all frequencies in the range 136 to 180 MHz, including the satellite communication frequencies and  airline traffic channels, had been mentioned couple of issues ago.Complaints were lodged with the Indian Administration regarding this interference by the Indian Amateur Fraternity. Now, that some Air Line pilots flying over Rajkot and Ahmedabad, have complained about this telephone like interference, to the ATC channels, the Indian  Administration has called for help from Indian amateurs to supply information on the names, numbers, locations, areas etc., of the users of such long range cordless telephones.(Report from Bangalore Amateur Radio Club.) When are such illegal equipment going to be confiscated by the concerned authorities in every country, as was done in Australia.


The regular use of the 40 mb, by Eritrea on 7100 kHz and Iran too, the Voice of Sharia from Afghanistan on 7087 kHz, the Voice of Mujahideen on 7070 kHz, possibly from Iran, the wobble jammers on several of the frequencies in the entire band, the single letter Russian maritime beacons and the many pirate Indonesian non-amateur nets, have all  been creating enough problems in addition to some RTTY/VFT channels  which occasionally appear. The  Central Water Commission of India  is still using the 7038.3 kHz(USB and LSB) channels for the river level reporting network of over 60  field stations in the entire Yamuna and Gangetic plains and the para-military forces are using many channels with voice and digital modes. The Sri Lankan fishing Trawlers are the newest into this group.


I request all the National Societies, to take note in the Newsletters, about stations reportedly originating from your Country, and to pursue with your National Administration to get rid of this QRM. Please keep the R3  MS Coordinator informed about the progress.
