This months report from   Australian  Area mainly deals with their ususal Chinese, Indonesian

 non amateur   traffic apart from the Harmonic broadcasts from Pyongyang. Other stations reported

 include those of the data traffic  with VFTs, and hundreds of CB type transmissions from Chinese

 speaking stations.


The report from New Zealand, deals with more of Data stations, the usual Havana Gurgle and

The wide band Pulse Codar transmissions. The last two stations have been consistent and have used 

our frequencies for quite some time, and the Pulse transmissions without getting identified  so far.


The Indian scene is  mostly with Fishing Trawlers active from Sri Lankan region on 7, 14 and

 18 MHz  amateur bands.


The latest addition to 40 metre amateur band is the regular transmissions from Radio Pakistan 

on the announced 7095 kHz in the mornings from 0050 UTC and in the evenings from 1150 UTC, with

Urdu and English transmissions, in their Domestic service. The frequencies actually vary from the 

announced one.

News from the other regions:

Region 1: DARC Monitor reported on the Radio Portugal splash and how the problem was solved

By the combined action of DARC,the Regional IARUMS Coordinator, Reg TP Konstanz and Baldok,UK.

Uli also reported activity on 10mb, from Brazil,Russia,Turkey,Romania, French Fishing Trawlers and many 

others. Even the 24 MHz band showed some Brazilian stations with CB type traffic.HB9CHE mentioned 

about the 14135 kHz  Yachter’s Net with many non amateurs active, and net controller was HP1XVH. 
Region 2:  OM Martin noted Voice of Broad Masses from Eritrea on 7100, Unidentified Carrier on 14100,

Radio Pyongyang from North korea of 14250(5th Harmonic of 2850 kHz), OTHR on 21025 , and the many 

pirates using 24 and 28 MHz amateur  bands.
