ZL2AMJ,of IARU Region 3,  on his receiving  Queen’s  Birthday  Honours.  It is an honour to Amateur Radio, Region 3 and New Zealand.

The  other person from New Zealand, who was honoured long ago,  was late Arthur Cushen of Invercargill who was connected with Short Wave Listening and DX Programme- Broadcasting, both of which were known the world-over, to all the SWLs and Broadcasting Stations.

The  scene in Region 3,  going strong with the various pirate groups from Indonesia, the many Fishing Trawlers from Sri Lanka and India, taking to amateur radio bands including WARC bands, is indeed alarming. We are not seeing  any action taken by the Administrations of the countries concerned, but an occasional Amateur challenging these stations. All the National Societies are requested to take up  with their respective Administrations whenever  they are finding such reports in these columns, so that the pressure is put for our legal use of amateur radio frequencies.

News from Region 1:  Ted Alleyne  5Z4NU, the MS Coordinator from Kenya , reports that 17 of the illegal  stations were confiscated in Nairobi and Mombasa, bringing the  40 mb, to a quiet state. Uli of DARC, reported the reception of  several driftnet beacons in the 10mb region. An “L”beacon was also reported on 28011 kHz, by Arie Roos PA3CNK of VERON. Chris G4BOH was responsible to see that a modem on 18134 kHz from Potugal, was silenced in a very short time through the help of Baldock, Monitoring station of UK.Broadcasts from  Voice of Broad Masses and the VOI Revolution of Iraq and VOI Republic of Iran, were also reported.

News from Region 2: 7094 KHz was reported to be heard with a weak signal from Pakistan. 24 and 28 MHz bands were heard with many pirate operators.
