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The Chinese broadcasts from China mainland, have switched over the programming. Now, they transmit only gongs,drums,percussion instruments etc.,(.as if  a temple music programme), goes on for the full hour, without any voice announcements etc.,. The frequencies keep changing and at times they come on 18160, 14260 kHz, with strong and distorted signals too.

If any administration keeps violating the allotment of frequencies, by ITU, then the work of the Monitoring Systems, becomes, I am sorry to say, USELESS and waste of time, by the many monitors.


I hope all the  IARU Regional HQs take note of this and try solving the problem.
