	Functional Description of each satellite sub-system, including non-amateur payloads
	SNUGLITE-II consists of a mission unit and a functional unit. 
The mission unit accommodates GPS receiver and camera, VHF/UHF transceiver and S-band transmitter.
The functional unit accommodates an onboard computer (OBC), attitude determination and control subsystem (ADCS), electrical power subsystem (EPS), Antenna, and the interface boards. 



KARL has supported the CubeSat project with lending satellite transportation container and advising international frequency coordination.
